WHEREAS it has been ascertained that agents of a
Foreign Power have been engaged in a concerted effort to
obtain from public officlals and other persons in positions
of trust secret and confidential information the disclosure
of which might be inimical to the safety and interests of
Canada and friendly Powers and that secret and confidential
information has been communicated, directly or indirectly,
by certain persons to the agents of the aforesaid Foreign
Power to the prejudice of the public safety or interests of
Canada and of friendly Powers;

AFD WHEREAS it 1is deemed necessary for the security,
defence, peace, order and welfare of Canada that the Acting
Prime Minister or the Minister of Justice should be authorized
to order the detention of such persons in such places and under
such conditions as the Aoting Prime Minister or the Minister of
Justice may from time to time determine;

THEREFORE His Excelleney the Governor General in
Council, on the recommendstion of the Honourable J. L. Ilsley,
Acting 5r1:n Minister, and uant to the powers conferred
by The War Measures Act, de Chapter 206 of the Revised
Statutes of Canada, 1927, is pleased to order and doth hereby
order as follows:
